Explanation of Bid Process for OFSAA Events

Timelines
Each April bids are received from Association Reps to host Championships which will occur during the third year on the Calendar.  This is done at the meetings of the C.B.A., C.G.A. and Representatives Council.  No bids are taken prior to these meetings. If more than one Association bids for a Championship, then presentations are made by Association Reps at the November meetings of the C.B.A., C.G.A. and Representatives Council two years prior to the event.  Members vote to decide the host Association. When a single firm bid is received from an Association to host a Championship, that Association will receive the event.  This may be done anytime during the three year period that the event remains without a host.  
Bid Applications
Bids are labelled as either “Tentative” or “Firm.”   Tentative bids are those bids made by associations or schools that have not provided the actual hardcopy bid application form signed by the respective association representative.  Tentative bids will be shown in the three-year calendar with parentheses around the association name.  If another association is interested in hosting an event with a tentative bid, they should contact the OFSAA office.  OFSAA will then contact the tentative bid association, letting them know that there is interest from another association and allow them three school days to submit the bid application.  After three days, the event will be deemed open and offered to the inquiring association.  Once a signed bid form is received, the bid will be deemed “Firm” and the parentheses will be removed from the three-year calendar.  A firm bid cannot be contested by another association. 

Please note that changes to the calendar may happen prior to the calendar being updated on the website and any interested hosts should contact OFSAA to confirm which events are open for bid and to ensure an understanding of the bidding process.
